Secure the Sarnafil® Metal PVC sheet or coil at the
minimum fixing distances in accordance with the local
specified design requirements.

Jointing

The Sarnafil® Metal PVC sheet or coil must be posi-
tioned and fixed keeping a gap of atleast 3 mm to 5
mm at the butt ends.
